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INTRODUCTION

The University Of Bradford Union (UBU) recognises the benefits of participation in sporting activities and has to balance this recognition with its "duty of care" to the participants.

Safe sport requires a partnership between the University of Bradford, UBU, sports clubs, club officials and individual members, each recognising and accepting their responsibilities.  This relationship has become particularly important in the light of a number of recent incidents involving student activities over the past few years that have resulted not only in serious injuries but also fatalities at other institutions.  

This Handbook contains guidelines, information and other documents relating to safety in sport. It is intended to be of practical use to Club Officials in ensuring the safety of all participants and as a reference point for what is done to ensure safety in sport to outside agencies.

The handbook should not be seen as "set in stone" or as a document that will lead to restrictive practice but rather as an ongoing tool that can be used and modified to the individual clubs needs. As sports evolve or legislation changes so will the Safety Handbook.  We welcome any suggestions or comments on the contents, in order that we may continue to improve and develop both the Safety Handbook and safety in general.

The guidelines which follow are our current best attempt to provide the safest, reasonable and, responsible awareness of safety issues under these constraints.  It is our hope that will help from our parent organisation (the University) that our efforts to provide safe student activities are continually monitored and improved as such resources become more readily available.

SAFETY IN SPORT STATEMENT OF INTENT

In its commitment to Sports Safety the University of Bradford Union will endeavour to provide the following via its individual clubs, elected officers, sabbatical officer and administrator: -

1. Undertake Risk Assessments of each sport, to identify the hazards (the potential for injury), assess the risk (the likelihood that injury will actually occur) and what measures can be used to control and reduce the risk to an acceptable level.

2. Provide subsidised funding for the training of club members and officials to National Governing Body Standards, so as to raise and enhance the level of safety, skill and awareness within the Club

3. Organise compulsory testing of swimming abilities for all water related Clubs.

4. Provide training and approval for minibus drivers 

5. Provide First Aid Kits and subsidised First Aid Training for 2 club members per club.

6. Require pre-registration and approval of all away trips especially those that are deemed to be "high risk".

7. Provide support and funding in the selection, acquisition, hire and maintenance of equipment, including testing, inspection and appropriate logging of use.

8. Provide compulsory affiliation to the relevant National Governing Body (where they exist), the adoption of their recommended "Codes of Good Practice" and the dissemination of relevant information throughout the year, to individual Club members through their respective Officers

9. Provide a system to report, monitor and investigate incidents or near misses via report forms.

10. Record and monitor the individual Clubs activities throughout the year to allow the information to be passed on to new committee members at the club official handover period.

11. Provide basic, adequate insurance cover through Club membership.

12. To monitor the competence of those coaching or otherwise supervising or leading sporting activities.

13. Continue to monitor, review and modify Safety Procedures as necessary.

CLUB ORGANISATION
Whilst not of the obviously safety driven the collection of information on clubs is crucial to knowing what is happening in the club and how to contact it committee and members.

To counter there a number of forms are used.

Membership Application Form

This is the initial form all students joining a sports club have to fill in.  In addition to term contact details this allows for the collection of information on medical history, first aid knowledge and minibus driver ability.

Membership Database

All this information is entered into a Microsoft access database or Scuba so that information can always be quickly and accurately retrieved.

Club Committee Information

All club committee members register by the May previous to the academic year they are to serve for.  This information sheet regulates who is in charge of club activity, finances and safety.  The Club Committee must be current students of the University of Bradford.
Club Constitution

As a means to regulate the activities and decision making processes of individual clubs the club constitution is invaluable.  Although subject to sports office, UBU and university guidelines and regulations (and ultimately charity law) the club constitution is also that documents to responsibility for all activities including safety in the sport club committee.

CLUB CATEGORIES

In order to facilitate the classification of specific activities and provide some basic guidelines for the vast range of activities within sports clubs they have been divided into different categories according to type and their perceived level of risk.

(If you feel your club has been categorised incorrectly please contact the Union as soon as possible, who will be happy to explain/rectify this problem.)

As with all sports that the general public perceives as a dangerous activity and what the participants perceive, as "danger" at the time of the activity, are worlds apart!

Abseiling, the rock climbers’ term for sliding down a rope, is viewed as being highly dangerous. To the beginner who is about to step of the edge, it is a very intimidating experience. Yet set up and performed by a competent person it is 100% safe!

It has thus been decided that the term "dangerous clubs" should not be used. The term "high risk activity" being more appropriate. This now covers any Club where an accident or injury could occur.

TRIP AND ACTIVITY REGISTRATION
Established good practice requires you to let people know where you are going and to inform them of what you intend doing when you get there. 

All clubs are required to register their activities with the Union Administrator: This is a simple procedure, which shouldn't be restrictive or time consuming; it can also be done online at www.ubuonline.co.uk/trips  

It is sometimes necessary to clarify if an activity is a Union activity

Union Activities
The distinction between Union and personal activities is a contentious issue.  However to clarify the position, Union activities are recognised as being either one or more of the following:

· Publicised at Club meeting.

· Publicised on Club notice boards.

· Funded by the Union.

· Require the use of equipment owned by the Club/ Union.

· Requires group transport booked through the Union.

It is hoped that personal activities, which do not require Union support, will follow in the spirit of the guidelines.

If in any doubt please discuss the matter with the Union Administrator
Activity Registration for Category Outdoor and Outdoor Water Clubs
Category Outdoor and Outdoor Water are required to register their activities on a trip registration form either in a paper format or online at www.ubuonline.co.uk/trips  

Ensure that the form is correctly filled out and that all available information is included.  If you feel that the form does not provide all relevant information please inform the Union Administrator who will be happy to amend the forms accordingly or attach extra information.

ANY TRIP or ACTIVITY which takes place outside the UK must be submitted to the Sports & Societies Officer at least one month in advance of the departure date.

COMPLETING THE FORM (Paper Format)
Club/Society (box)
Write clearly the name of the Club or Society which is undertaking the trip.

Trip Organisers 
Trip Organisers are appointed officers of the club, as laid down in your  Name etc Club Good Practice Guidelines, Trip Organisers section 4.9 & 4.10.  It is vital  that as much  information  is listed here about the particular Trip Organiser for the relevant trip, in case the Sports & Societies Officer needs to contact that person.  If you have a phone number and an E mail address please put them down.

The Trip Organiser MUST be a member of the party while the Club is away from the Union.

Destination In the event of an incident the Union or an official may need to find the group. You must include accommodation address, campsite, club hut, grid reference, plus any other information that would allow us to find the base you where operating out of.

When possible try to put the contact name and phone number of the person you may have booked the accommodation etc through.

The Union appreciates that this is not always perfectly feasible but a grid reference and name say of a quarry or area you may camp in is better than nothing

Failure to provide sufficient information will result in the trip being put on hold or not being approved.

Itinerary Please put the date of the proposed trip in bold letters. The time you plan to leave the Union and the pick up point. The time you plan to arrive back at the Union, must be specified.

This is not always perfectly feasible and may have to change, usually due to the weather or related conditions.  However most Clubs will have a basic plan for a weekend away.

Transport  Which company have you booked the Mini Bus through? Are you going to use personal cars, if so have they been registered with the Union? Or is public transport the only option?

Emergency Procedures Please indicate details of where the local Coast Guard, Cave Rescue Team, Mountain Rescue post or more importantly if you are on the mountain the nearest Mountain Box situated? 

Even though the usual procedure is to dial 999 and ask for the relevant Rescue service, all members of the group should have some idea of the above as well as the nearest telephone.

Names of Participants The responsibilities of the Activity Leaders are laid down in your Codes of Good Practice Guidelines, Activities Leaders section 4.0 to 4.8

(Activity Leaders)
These students are Officers of the Club who usually have put their name forward because of their experience in that particular sport and are willing to lead smaller groups of students.  The ratio of Activity Leaders to students will depend on National Governing Body Guidelines, experience of the Leader, environmental conditions, the degree of difficulty the activity will undertake, etc

The Union now state that a Activity Leader must have attended as a minimum, a one day First Aid Course. For higher risk clubs e.g. where First Aid cover is not immediately to hand, the Union strongly recommend a full 2 day Lone First Aider Course as the minimum.

While First Aid Qualifications are being phased in for Activity Leaders would you please put the initials F.A.C. (First Aid Certificate) after each   Activity Leaders name if they have a First Aid Certificate.

Names of Participants  List the full name of all participants excluding the Trip Organiser and any Activity Leader's who have been listed previously. Union Card/ Sports Membership Numbers must be provided for every participant, no numbers no trip! The number is needed by the Union to access information, next of kin etc in the event of an incident.

Drivers List the names of the Union Registered Drivers, even if they are the Trip Organiser or Activity Leaders.

The Union now state, for any journey over 120 miles or 2 hours in duration there must be a minimum of 2 drivers. This is to provide adequate rest for drivers and to give sufficient cover in the event of one driver became incapacitated while undertaking the activity.

First Aiders  For all Outdoor and Outdoor Water Clubs the Union now recommend a minimum ratio of

1 First Aider to 8 students, where First Aid cover is not immediately to hand.

If cover is provided by a parent organisation e.g. a Sailing Club etc then this would not apply.

This said, the Union would like all Clubs and Societies to take on a responsible attitude and provide the minimum 1 to 8 ratio.

In the case of an abundance of First Aiders! please give the names and qualifications of the 2 most experienced students.

Pre Trip Planning   This should be used as a check list to ensure all items have been covered in accordance with Club Good Practice Guidelines and Club Constitution

Pre Activity Information  For activities that are very dependant on environmental conditions e.g. surf, climbing, canoeing etc it is vital that every effort is made to find an up to date forecast etc, and share this information with all members.

The Trip Organiser must sign/print their name, and date the form before handing it in.

University Security  In the event of an incident that would usually require the use of the  emergency services, e.g. Police, Fire Brigade, Ambulance, Mountain Rescue, Cave Rescue, Coastguard etc the Union would expect that the student involved or responsible student acting on behalf of that person to contact University Security on 01274 23 4499

The procedure to follow in the event of an incident is on the back of your copy of the Trip Registration Form.

The Trip Registration Form is for the benefit of everyone, and hopefully will never be used in anger. 

INCIDENT, ACCIDENT

EMERGENCY PROCEDURES

Despite taking all precautions accidents can still occur during activities. These procedures are designed to provide fast and safe help to all concerned, supply the Union with the specific information it needs, and to protect the individual(s) concerned, their relatives, the Trip Organiser, Group Leader, and Union officials, if any media try to become involved.

The reporting of any “Near Miss” occurrence is also vital for the future safety of all individuals. As such information helps others to plan and prepare in order to avoid possible dangers.

UNIVERSITY SPORTS CENTRE/ LAISTRIDGE/ WOODHALL

If an incident occurs on University property or at a Sports Centre facility, immediately contact a member of staff or grounds person. They should always be your first point of contact.  If they are not first aid trained they will immediately contact Campus Security and will be conversant with the relative incident procedure.

If an incident occurs at another University or sports facility, follow instructions from an official representative of that establishment.

By law all injuries must be recorded in the relevant accident book or an accident form. Notification of the incident and the recording of it should be made on the “Report of an Incident or Near Miss occurrence” form. They are available from the Union or on the Union website  and must be completed within 24 hours of the incident.

AT ANY OTHER TIME

In the event of an incident that may warrant the use of any of the emergency services the following procedure must be adopted.

1.
Ensure the safety of yourself, your group? (if applicable) and the casualty. DO NOT BECOME A VICTIM YOURSELF!

2.
Treat the casualty.

3.
Call the Emergency Services if necessary.

4.
Contact the University Security the number is on the top of the Trip Registration Form (Tel 01274 236999). If you have no money or change, reverse the charges and tell the operator to tell the recipient of the call it is an emergency involving a student from the University of Bradford.

5.
Inform the University security there has been an incident involving a student, give them the telephone number you are phoning from and ask them to phone you back.

6.
University security will require the following information.

· your name and where you are calling from.

· the name of the club involved and if a trip registration form had been completed.

· a brief description of the incident.

· the name(s)  and number of  students involved.

· the name of the Hospital where any casualties have been taken.

· the name and number of any Police Officer involved with the incident

University Security will inform you what to do next, which will usually be to wait by the phone. They will then contact the University Management, who will then implement any necessary action in Bradford. An official from the University will phone you back and inform you what to do next.

DISCLOSURE OF INFORMATION: 

There have been cases at other institutions were the media rather than the police following serious accidents or incidents have contacted relatives. This is obviously a very difficult situation, which should be avoided at all costs. Unofficial statements may also affect proceedings if any legal action results against Club or Union Officers. Therefore to reduce this from happening: -

· Liaise with emergency services as required. Let the emergency services have the full name(s) of the casualty(s) and any personal details. The police may also request the name and address of the next of kin. Give them the name and phone number of the University Official you have made contact with.

· Do not make any statement to the media other than "no comment". Do not discuss any aspect of the incident with anyone who is not connected to the emergency services

· Ensure that no member of the group makes a statement to the media as above: Apparently innocent comments can be damaging

On return to the University you must report to the Union administration, who will discuss the incident with you and help in the completion of the relevant union forms.  This must be done as soon as is practicably possible to comply with the law!

Transport Guidelines

Introduction

Transport guidelines are primarily intended to prevent unnecessary accidents that will endanger individuals travelling to and from Union sports activities, it is not intended to curtail such activities.  As a secondary aim, compliance with these guidelines will help protect the drivers of any vehicles from prosecution under current road traffic law. 

General Transport Requirements

1 These initial guidelines apply to any vehicle used in connection with a Union activity.  They concern passengers, drivers, activity organisers and Club and Society officials.

2 All drivers must be registered with the student union and have undertaken a MIDAS course.

3 All seats must be forward facing and installed by the manufacturer.  Temporary or makeshift seats must not be used for transporting passengers.

4 The vehicle must not be overloaded.  The number of passengers allowed will be stated on the policy document.  Alternatively the maximum weight allowed will be shown on the vehicles specification plate.  Activity organisers must plan their transport within these constraints. Students with B1 licences are restricted to 3.5 tonnes unless the vehicle is accessible in which case the weight is 4.25 tonnes.
5 All drivers and vehicles used in association with Union activities must be registered and/or approved by the Union.  

6 The activity organiser will ensure that all individuals travelling in vehicles are aware of the following legal requirements:

They are required by law to wear seat belts if fitted.

Alcohol cannot be consumed on the vehicle.

They must not distract the driver's attention when the vehicle is in motion.

7 For any single journey over 2 hours in duration or 120 miles in distance, there must be 2 approved minibus drivers in the party.  This is to allow adequate rest for the driver and a replacement if one driver became incapacitated for any reason. 

Private Vehicles and Private Vehicle Registration

When a small group of students are travelling, clubs are encouraged to use private transport.  Unfortunately their use in this capacity can affect the insurance. The insurance can also be invalidated if the vehicle is not road worthy or over loaded. Driving in any of these circumstances is obviously illegal and Club Captains must ensure that these situations do not develop. 

Any private vehicle used for the transportation of individuals to an activity associated with the Union must be registered with the student union on a Private Vehicle Registration Form. 

You will have to notify your Insurance Company that you will be transporting students and possibly receiving payment for this. They will amend your policy and may make a small charge.

If a driver claims for expenses from the Union this must be declared to their Insurance Company. Failure to do this may invalidate the insurance cover. Even if expenses are not claimed the insurance company should be contacted to clarify the situation.

The vehicle must be in a roadworthy state and comply with all relevant road traffic regulations. Insurance, Tax and MOT must all be valid. Please attach a photocopy of your insurance and MOT certificates to the private vehicles registration form for our records.
Hired Self-Drive Vehicles

Many activities rely on the hire or use of self-drive vehicles and in particular the hire of minibuses.  In these circumstances a very large responsibility is placed upon the driver and this should be accommodated in any activities planning.  

The driver is legally responsible for the vehicle once it has been signed for. 

Hire of all vehicles (including cars) will be carried out through the student union.  This is to allow the use of such vehicles to be monitored as well as providing funding.

Drivers of any minibus will be required to hold a student union minibus driving permit 

If a Minibus Check List is provided by the hire company. This should be checked by the driver who should ensure that the First Aid Kit and Fire Extinguisher are provided as agreed with these companies.
Approval of Drivers

ALL drivers of minibuses must

Be over 21 years old

Have a full clean UK driving licence

Have a minimum of 2 years current driving experience

Register each year at the start of the new semester

New drivers must undergo a MIDAS driver appraisal

DRIVER APPRAISAL
Existing drivers

All drivers who have driven for UBU and completed an appraisal must now re-register each year to allow records to be updated. Registration forms are available from and should be returned to Reception in the Student Union.

New Drivers
All new drivers must undergo driver appraisal before driving a minibus hired by the student union.
Once you have completed your registration, you will be booked onto an appraisal session.  The exact details of what the appraisal will involve and how it should be arranged can be discussed with the student union administrator.
How to gain Appraisal
1 Obtain and fill in the registration form from UBU reception. You will need your both sections of your driving licence so we can photocopy it for our records.  

2 The union Administrator will book a convenient time with yourselves to undergo your appraisal.

3 Driver appraisal and training will take place 

Information about the Transport Guidelines

These guidelines intend to give competent and responsible Sports Club Committees practical advice on transport and the associated safety issues.  Reading this document with an intention of finding "loopholes" does not reflect the spirit in which they have been produced.

The transport guidelines will be communicated to all individuals involved with the transport of Sports Club members to activities and events.  If any individual feels that their safety is being compromised they can lodge an official complaint with the sports and societies officer.

RISK ASSESSMENT

The concept of "Risk Assessment" at first appears to be very complex. In principal the Club Constitution and sports and societies office regulations cover most aspects. 

Risk Assessments consist of three basic parts :-

	1.
Identify the Hazards




	This is the potential to cause harm to people, equipment, environment etc.

	2.
Assess the Risk


	This is the likelihood or possibility that harm to people equipment, environment will actually occur.



	3.
Safety Control Measures
.
	What can actually be done to reduce or even eliminate the risk all together


Risk assessment should not be seen as a one off event. If the rules of a game change or perhaps the environmental conditions change, then the risk assessment will also need reviewing or possibly modifying.

Hopefully this reviewing will only be an annual occurrence, which can be dealt with at the Club Committee change over period.

There is some separate information and guidelines relating to risk assessment that can be obtained from the union administrator.  Also, during the academic year there will be training sessions on how to complete your risk assessment.
SAFE WORKING PRACTICES
Each club has its own set of safe working practices which outlines how each piece of equipment should be used, for example how to put on a fencing mask or how to put up a trampoline.
FIRST AID KITS AND TRAINING 

First Aid Kits are compulsory for all clubs involved in any activity that is deemed high risk.  If you are not sure whether your club activity is deemed in this category please consult the union administrator.

If you feel that the kits currently provided are inadequate for your specific activity or feel that they require specific contents then please consult the union administrator
First Aid Kits will be the responsibility of the Clubs Safety Officer or Captain.

To avoid any legal difficulties which may arise from incorrect treatment or application of the contents within the First Aid Kits then it is recommended that only those who are qualified First Aiders should handle the contents of the kits.

FIRST AID COURSES

UBU is keen for all members of Sports Clubs to have some form of basic First Aid training.

For all Outdoor and Outdoor Water clubs there must be a MINIMUM of 2 First Aiders (ratio of 1 to 8) on any away registered trip (e.g. a trip that needs a trip registration form filling in)

An Activity Leader must hold at least a 1-day basic First Aid Certificate; or ensure that a qualified First Aider is present. (The First Aider's name and qualification will be required on the Activity Registration Form). A suitable First Aid kit must be available at all times.

This rule would not apply to Outdoor and Outdoor Water clubs who participate out of official sports specific clubs or organisations e.g. Sailing etc where First Aid cover is provided as a matter of course. 

LIFEGUARDING

Water based sports must have at least 2 people qualified and who are willing to lifeguard the sessions for free on a rotational basis.

A copy of the students with current lifeguarding qualifications must be handed into the student activities office.

Water based sports who have students not in their final year may request financial help towards either training lifeguards or renewing their qualifications from the student activities office.
PERSONAL ACCIDENT INSURANCE

This scheme has been specifically designed for the members of the British Universities College Sports
Cover is only operative whilst playing in or spectating at organised matches, training, practice sessions or other activities recognised and organised by UBU Student Activities Office or individual sports club.

ENDSLEIGH PERSONAL ACCIDENT INSURANCE PLAN FOR STUDENTS

SUMMARY OF COVER

WHICH SPORTS ARE COVERED?

Virtually every organised sport and physical recreation activity is covered including all sports recognised by the British Sports Council.  However, certain activities such as bunjee jumping, fire walking and aviation as a pilot or crewmember of a fixed wing or rotary propelled aircraft are not covered.

WHEN ARE YOU COVERED?

Members of the Sports Association will be covered anywhere in the world while taking part in organised sports events or in training and practice sessions.  Cover will also apply whilst travelling to and from any of these activities.

Cover is 24 hours a day, 365 days a year.

IN THE EVENT OF A CLAIM
A claim form can be obtained from David Smith in the Union finance office.  The completed claim form should be returned to David Smith. 

Remember to keep all receipts

Public Liability Insurance

This is a separate insurance policy taken out to cover all activities undertaken by all areas of the union.  For a claim to be successful here it is necessary for the claimant to prove negligence on the part of the Union.

Equipment

Equipment belonging to a sports club in effect belongs to UBU, and is insured by the Union.  In order to comply with the terms of the insurance, it is essential that clubs carry out regular reviews of their equipment to ensure that it is safe to use.  Equipment that does not belong to the Union would not be covered by the Union's insurance - either for damage OR for public liability.  If accidental damage occurs to club/union equipment then a claim may be made under the All Risks section of the Union's policy.  The equipment damaged must have been included in the inventory of equipment that the Club has supplied to the Sports & Societies Office.  These are circulated each year and should be returned afresh each year, even if there has been no change in equipment.  The All Risks section covers equipment anywhere in the UK (such as the home of the Club Equipment Officer), provided that reasonable precautions have been taken to protect the equipment.  There is an excess of £50 (minimum £100 for theft) on each claim.  

There are also exclusions, the principal one of which is that damage arising out of use, or during use, is NOT covered.  In addition, equipment is NOT covered if it is left in an unattended vehicle neither between the hours of 7pm and 8am; nor between the hours of 8am and 7pm unless it is out of sight, preferably in a locked boot.   Boats, aircraft, and any mechanically propelled vehicles are also specifically excluded.  Clubs that use boats are covered by a separate policy.

Novices

Adequate training must be provided for any novices before they take part in any activity using the Union's equipment or involving any degree of risk.   Students trying out a recognised sporting activity, for example during Welcome Week, would be covered under the BUCS Personal Accident policy.

Insurance Cover Levels For Hazardous sports

Please consider the benefits payable under the BUCS policy, and if you think that the benefits payable are not sufficient for the kind of injuries which may be sustained, then your club may wish to consider taking out additional personal accident cover. Some national governing bodies advise separate cover, particularly for hazardous sports, such as Sub-Aqua.  If you have such a policy, then you should look at the wording carefully to ensure that it covers areas not covered already by the Union's policy.  If you are in any doubt about whether you need extra cover, then please contact Sports & Societies Officer.

Coaches, referees, outside speakers

People who are self-employed but hired by the Union to perform a specific service would be insured against personal injury under the Union's employer's liability insurance provided that they could prove negligence against the Union.  However if such a person caused injury to another person or damage to their property, then a claim under the Union's public liability cover would only succeed if negligence could be proved against the Union, not the self-employed person.  For this reason, it is advisable for self-employed people engaged on Union business to have their own public liability insurance.

Club members who are not full members of the Union

Affiliate and associate members of sports clubs are covered for personal accidents during sporting activities under the BUCS policy, provided that they had been included in the total of members for the club.  However, if such a person were to cause injury to someone else or damage their property, then a claim under the Union's public liability cover would only succeed if negligence could be proved against the Union, not the person.  The more remote the connection between the person and the Union, the more difficult this link would be to prove.  Clubs need to bear this in mind when allowing non-students to join in with their activities, this is especially important with regard to old boys/girls weekend.

Exclusions

All the above apply to normal club activities only: daredevil stunts unregulated social activities, and so on are not covered.
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
